1) The completed nomination form, included in this packet, signed by the president of the
state organization submitting the nomination
2) Threeletters of recommendation
3) Othersuppoting mateialsfor the nomination(e.g., a curriculum vita or resume,
newspaper articles, additionalletters of suppot)

following:
1) The completed nomination form, included in this packet, signed by the president of the

2) Three letters of recommendation: one from a professional colleague, one from a
supervisor, and one from a current or former parent or student
3) Curriculum vitaof no more than five pages
4) First-person statemenbn thevalueof languae learning of no more thanfive hunded

5) Commitment form, included in this packet, which will be submitted to ACTFL for the
National K-12 Teacher of the Year award if the candidate is nominated for the national -
level award
6) Examplesof studentwork of upto fiveindividual samplesthat reflect the goals of the
NationalStandads for Foreign Language Learning
7) Reflective commentary of no more than five pages total that describes:
a.  The connection between the student work and how the teacher addresses the
nationalstandads in the clasroom
b. The connection between the student work and how the teacher uses and promotes
target language communication in the classroom
c. How thestudentwork demongratesdifferentiationof instruction and/or
assessment to meet the needs of all learners
d. How the student work demonstrates the teacher@ ability to integrate culture into
instruction and/orassessment
e. Thetype of feedback the teacher provided to the students on their work

Please note that a committee of reviewers from outside the PNCFL membership areawill read
each nomination packet. #$%& !( )*!4-./0+1!-2.134"!" ), 67)6.18.)92./!: ;1-2.

Helpful Considerations When Submitting a Nomination

If your state organization already recognizes members for their contributions to the field,
consider nominating those same people for a PNCFL award. Much of the paperwork
(e.g., letters of recommendation) may already be complete and ready for submission to
PNCFL.

Please decide on your state’s nominees as soon as possible after receiving this packet.
Then be sure to inform nominees of the requirements for the award so that they have
sufficient time to complete them. (This is especially crucial for candidates to the K-12
Teacher of the Year Award.)

Nominate someone who has demonstrated significant contributions according to award
specifications. If that person does not win the first time s/he is nominated, consider
resubmitting the nomination the following year.

Check the membership status of the person nominated. Two out of three awards require
that the nominee be a member of PNCFL for at least five consecutive years. If you are
unsure of a nominee’s eligibility, please contact the PNCFL office at 541-346-5699.

Please ask those who submit letters of recommendation to be as specific as possible in
their reasons for supporting the nominee. Examples are always helpful.

Please use a minimum of size 12-point font throughout your nomination packet. Check
all materials for typos, spelling, and grammatical errors.

Invite other organizations, such as your state’s language specific organizations, to
participate in the process. Doing so may identify additional candidates as well as provide
strong letters of support for the nominee your state submits.

For the Outstanding Contribution to the Teaching of World Languages in the
Pacific Northwest award, consider both those within and outside the profession.
Successful nominees in the past have contributed at various levels: local, state, and
national.
