Guidelines for granting reprint requests for Lingo and Selecta:

1.  All reprint requests must be made using the request form.

2.  The PNCFL Executive Council reviews all reprint requests for Lingo and Selecta.

3.  Generally, PNCFL grants reprint permission for academic use (such as course packets or handouts) without a fee as long as the requestor and/or the institution will not earn a profit from the material.

4.  Reprints for commercial use will be granted on a fee basis. Depending on the projected amount of copies to be printed, this fee may range from a one-time fee of $50-$100 to a per-copy fee as determined by the Executive Council.
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
